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From eco-packaging to plant-based proteins and yet more sugar reduction, we take a look at the five top trends that
will shape the Asia Pacific food and beverage industry in 2019, with insights from some of the region’s biggest brands.

Plastic packaging reduction and management

Given both the ban by China on plastic waste imports earlier this year as well as rising consumer awareness of
sustainability, plastic packaging reduction has become an increasingly important trend in the Asia Pacific region
moving into 2019.

Many major F&B brands have put goals and commitments into place in response to this trend. PepsiCo is one of
these, with its Performance with Purpose 2025 goal that aims to design all of its packaging to be recyclable,
compostable or biodegradable amongst other things.

Within the APAC region, PepsiCo has unveiled a pilot in India for the first-ever compostable packaging’ for some
variants of its snack products.

“The new packaging, developed by PepsiCo R&D, is bio-based, made from plant-based material and 100%
compostable,” said PepsiCo Head of Agriculture, Asia, Middle East and North Africa, Nishchint Bhatia.
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
